I have a Dream by Martin Luther King, Jr;
August 28, 1963

Five score years ago, a great American, in whose symbaolic shadow we stand
signed the Emancipation Proclamation. This momentous decree came as a
great beacon light of hope to millions of Negro slaves who had been seared in
the flames of withering injustice. f came as a joyous daybreak to end the long
night of captivity.

But one hundred years later, we must face the fragic fact that the Negro is still
not free. One hundred years later, the life of the Negro is =till sadly crippled by
the manacles of segregation and the chains of dizscrimination. One hundred
years later, the Negro lives on a lonely island of paverty in the midst of a vast
ocean of matenal prosperity. One hundred years |ater, the Negro is still
languighing in the corers of American society and finds himself an exile in his
own land. So we have come here today to dramatize an appalling condition.

In a sense we have come to our nation's capital to cash a check. When the
architects of cur republic wrote the magnificent words of the Constitufion and
the declarafion of Independence, they were signing a promissory note fo
which every American was to fall heir. This nofe was a promise that all men
would be guaranteed the inalienable rights of life, liberty, and the pursuit of
happiness.

It iz obvicus today that America has defaulted on this premissory note insofar
as her cifizens of color are concemed. Instead of honoring this sacred
obligation, America has given the Megro people a bad check which has come
back marked "insufficient funds." But we refuse to believe that the bank of
justice is bankrupt.

The second half of the seventeenth through the eighteenth century was a period of vast transition during which various new foods
became symbals of changing notions of civil comportment and sociability. The accessibility and affordability of same of these new
foods—whether from the East or the New World—challenged sacial conventions. For instance, perhaps one of the most
cantentious of the new offerings was coffee, which led to the rise of the coffeehouse as a place of open social interaction that
transgressed centuries-old norms of social status and political discourse. Whether it was a food itself, or the social practices that
accompanied it, new foods such as coffee became associated with different kinds of classes within early modern societies.

APA's Position on Citing Al Tools

APA's Position: The results of a “chat” with a generative Al, like ChatGPT, are not retrievable by other readers. Although other types
nonretrievable data or quotations are usually cited as personal communications in APA Style papers, with generative Al produced text there
is no person communicating. Quoting an Al's text from a chat session is therefore more similar to sharing an algorithm's output. APA,

therefore recommends that citations should credit the author of the algorithm with a reference list entry and the corresponding in-text
citation.

Because generative Al's, like Chat GPT will generate a unique response in each chat session, even if given the same prompt, APA also
suggests that the full text of long responses from such sea session should be placed in an appendix of your paper if readers would greatly
benefit from having access to the exact text generated. It is then particularly important to document the exact text created and the presence

of such an appendix should be called out at least once in the body of your paper.
